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Central Coherence


The ability to draw together diverse information to construct higher level meaning in context. Difficulties lead to:


Seeing detail rather than the whole


Incoming information is not linked in a meaningful way








Executive Functioning


The way that people monitor and control their thinking and actions. Poor development leads to difficulties with


working memory


planning


cognitive flexibility


inhibitory control








Theory of Mind


The ability to interpret others’ underlying mental states, such as emotions, intentions, beliefs, and desires. Difficulties lead to:


Not understanding others’ facial expressions


Not comprehending when others don’t know something you know.





Sensory Processing


The ability to perceive accurately stimuli in the environment. Difficulties and unusual patterns of sensory experience can lead to problems with:


Understanding spoken language


Hypo/hypersensitivity issues


Mono-processing





Aspects of neurology affected by Autism





Triad Difficulties





Problems with social interaction and relationships











Problems with communication








Lack of flexibility in thinking and behaviour
